FACE TO FACE

DESCRIPTION--After a couple years of coping with
the pandemic and the isolation that many have
experienced, we have come to value face to face
interactions with others. And many of us have
encountered coming face to face with our own
selves.

Being “face to face” can simply mean looking
at someone in close proximity. But upon further
investigation, “face to face” can be interpreted in
many ways. The physical act of seeing someone
face to face can mean seeing them in the flesh or
via a screen. It can be looking at an individual or
seeing a multitude of people in many different
locations via video-conferencing.

The intent of this action may be to derive
agreement, to be in direct opposition with someone,
or to express intimacy or desire. The desire for face
to face encounters may come from separation of
family and isolation. One can be face to face with
another human being, with oneself, an animal, or
an object such as a portrait.

Sometimes the action is one-way, such as
the male gaze that objectifies the female. Arc
Gallery encourages you to submit works within
these wide interpretations of this theme.

E-Responsibly Safe Storage & Disposal of Oil-Soaked
Paint Rags

Oil paint and oil painting mediums “dry" when
exposed to air. That is, they oxidize, or react with
atmospheric oxygen to form a dry paint film.

This chemical reaction is exothermic generating
a small amount of heat through the drying
process.

When oxidation occurs in a pile of oil-soaked
rags that air can still penetrate, the bulky fabric
acts as thermal insulation, and the center of the
pile can exceed the deflagration temperature
causing a fire.

Many oil painters don’t use enough paint rags or
paper towels in a studio session to be concerned
about them building up. Simply hang up one or
two used paint rags when done painting for the
day allowing them to dry out.

Once dry, paint rags can be reused or safely
disposed of in household garbage. Individual
paint rags, even saturated with oil and Gamsol,
will not spontaneously combust when laid out or
hung up alone to dry.

To dispose of oily rags not yet dry, place them in
an airtight plastic bag, soak them with water, seal
the bag securely and dispose of in an outdoor
trashcan or dumpster.

Oil and Gamsol soaked rags will not
spontaneously combust after being soaked in
water and sealed in a bag or other airtight
container.

If you go through a large quantity of paint rags
throughout the day, we recommend temporary
storage in a Metal Oily Rag Can (e.g., JustRite)
until they can be hung up to dry or prepared for
disposal.

In the event of spontaneous oily rag combustion,
metal oily rag cans will contain the fire and
prevent it from exceeding the smoldering stage.

The tight-fitting and self-closing lid of an oily rag
can is airtight so that if oxidation were to
generate enough heat to ignite the oily rags
inside, all oxygen would be quickly consumed
and the fire would extinguish. The can prevents
a smoldering fire from escaping beyond the lid as
a hot gas or flame.

Also, please do not toss those dried tubes of oil paint especially if you use lead, cadmium, or cobalt
pigments. Dispose of them at industrial/ hazardous chemical dump days. check with your city for
schedules. Same goes for discarded solvents and oils. Play nice with the environment. Thank you. .

Removing Water-Based Paint Solids from Rinse Water Is Easier than you Think!

If you would rather not flush water laden with acrylic paint
solids down the drain, they can be removed prior to
disposing of the water.

This process consists of chemically treating the
contaminated water to cause the solids to flocculate,
followed by filtering to remove them from the water. The
materials and equipment needed are available locally
and/or via mail order from the Vendor List found at the end
of this article. The chemicals are hazardous so read label
precautions and keep everything out of the reach of
children. Safety goggles and a dust mask are
recommended.

The process described is intended for nonindustrial users
of acrylic paints.

Start by assembling the supplies listed below. Decide on
the process batch size. Using 5 gallon buckets allows you
to process up to 2% gallons at a time. A 1 gallon bucket
and matching funnel allows for up to a % gallon batch.

Add 10 grams of granular aluminum sulfate for each gallon
of water. This is about ¥ Tablespoon, well rounded. So, 2¥2
gallons would require about 25 grams, or 1% Tablespoons.
Dissolve this material in a small jar with several ounces of

Then,

Add 9 grams of powdered lime per gallon being processed
(a scan ¥ Tablespoon). Stir in vigorously and observe. The
flocculation of solids should start occurring within a couple
of minutes. You should start to see a clear layer of water
forming very quickly as the solids settle to the bottom. If,
after several minutes, flocculation has not occurred, repeat
steps 1 and 2.

Check the pH of clear water. It should be between 5 and 9.
If lower, adjust by adding lime, If higher, adjust by adding
aluminum sulfate.

Assemble the filtering equipment as shown. Use 2 coffee
filters at a time. Pour the water through the filters after
flocculation has occurred.

The water will take several hours (overnight) to completely
pass through the filter. The resulting filtrate should be clear
and should be flushed to a sanitary sewer. Please don’t
pour it on your lawn. It can still pollute the ground water..

The solid filtered residue should be disposed of in a
licensed landfill.(This means don’t toss it out the car
window on your way to the beach or hiking trail.)

Funnels need to be large enough to rest on rim of
bucket. DO NOT share funnel with Food Prep.
Bucket/Pail w/LID such as the polyethylene type
that hold our products, work fine. DO NOT use for
other purposes..

Aluminum Sulfate and Hydrated Lime are
common soil amendments available from gardening
centers, HD, Lowes, etc.

pH paper is available pharmacies, Amazon, etc.
Measuring spoons should be purchased and kept
separate from kitchen utensils. DO NOT share with
Food Prep.

Safety Equipment (goggles, gloves, and dust
masks) Purchase at home improvement stores, etc.

Use at your own risk. Wear Safety Goggles,
gloves, and dust mask.

1. Acrylic - Acrylic paint is a fast-drying paint
made of pigment suspended in acrylic
polymer emulsion and plasticizers, silicon
oils, defoamers, stabilizers, or metal soaps.
Most acrylic paints are water-based, but become
water-resistant when dry. It remains in a solid yet
flexible form unless added to other materials.

2. Glass - Wet plate negatives, invented by
Frederick Scoff Archer in 1851, were in use from
the early 1850s until the 1880s. Using glass and
not paper as a foundation, allowed for a sharper,
more stable and detailed negative, and several
prints could be produced from one negative.

3. Cloisonnism - A style of post-
Impressionist painting with bold and
flat forms separated by dark
contours. The term was coined by
critic Edouard Dujardin on the
occasion of the Salon des
Indépendants, in March 1888.

Many of the same painters also described their
works as Synthetism, a closely related

4. Bauhaus —The origins of the Bauhaus began
in the late 1800s from anxieties about the
soullessness of modern manufacturing and fears
about art's loss of social relevance.

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6. Georges Seurat - The term
"Pointillism" was first used
with respect to the work of
Georges Seurat, and he is the

11. Artist Joan Mir6 | Ferra was a Catalan painter,
sculptor and ceramicist born in Barcelona. It is
one of the best surrealist paintings by this artist
and it is preserved in the Albright-Knox Art
Gallery in Buffalo, New York. Harlequin is the
name of a well-known Italian comic theater
character that is generally identified by his
checkered costume. The 'carnival' part of the title
may refer to Mardi Gras, the celebration that
happens before the fasting of Lent begins.
